It is also is linked into the drop in burglary figures as some burglaries to homes are done in order to obtain keys to the vehicle parked outside.  

We can reduce this risk by not leaving keys visible hung on hooks that can be observed from outside the property.

2. Crime and Issues of particular note

Bridlington Police Would like to reiterate to the public the importance of informing us if they feel something is not right in the area where they live, they our eyes and ears and their help in tackling ASB and drug offences is invaluable.

Just recently we had two calls from members of the public about a car acting suspiciously in the Horseforth Avenue of Bridlington, Plain clothes officers were able to locate this vehicle and arrest the driver for drug offences and an amount of money and drugs were seized. Bridlington Neighbourhood also carried out a plain clothes action day where upon three males were arrested for possession with intent to supply a substance believed to be cocaine.

Information keeps coming into us regarding possible locations where drugs are being dealt and PC 325 STARK and JONES are working in conjunction with the magistrates in getting drug warrants authorised for these addresses – watch this space.

Hopefully summer is just around the corner, but with this brings other issues for Bridlington Neighbourhood, just recently there have been many calls for Children jumping into the sae close to the harbour wall, known as Tomb stoning – we recognise that kids will be kids but we would like to remind anyone who wants to take part in this activity that not only is it dangerous but could land you in trouble with the council as there is a by law forbidding this activity – please be warned.

Hope you have an enjoyable Summer period, keep the information coming in and stay safe.
3. Community Priorities
Disruption of Drug activity – We continue to tackle the issue of drug dealing in the town with operations planned and ongoing, as well as the daily task of Officers using their powers of Stop and Search.  Used appropriately, this is a great way of quickly removing drugs from the street and disrupting the activity of those involved. 
Commercial Burglary – There has been an increase in commercial Burglaries in all areas of Bridlington. These are taking place overnight with cash being stolen. Businesses are reminded to remove cash from premises and consider a sign indicating that no cash is left in the premises overnight. A review of general security should also be considered. Officers will be tasked to patrol vulnerable areas.   

Anti-Social Behaviour – The majority of incidents we attend as a Neighbourhood Team are categorised as Anti-social behaviour (ASB).  This can be further split into Nuisance, Personal and Environmental.  As the largest area of our business this will be a priority.  We will continue to engage the public and attend incidents and situations that need to be addressed, this could be anything from nuisance youths to behaviour that falls short of being a crime.  

4. Crime Reduction Advice
Protect your home while you are on holiday. Don’t leave your house looking unoccupied

•
Mow the lawn before you leave so that it doesn’t look like a meadow by the time you get back.

•
Leave curtains and blinds open – nothing reveals that a house is unoccupied so much as curtains drawn during the day.

•
Cancel milk and newspapers and any other regular deliveries.

•
Ask a neighbour to remove free newspapers and post from your doormat if they can be seen through a glass panel or through the letterbox.

•
Install a light on a timer switch that comes on in the evening. If you are using a light on a timer, don’t use it with a table lamp that can be viewed through a window – a dead giveaway.

Keep your valuables safe

•
Keep valuables out of sight and don’t leave them where they can be seen through a window. 

•
If you conceal valuables in your home, avoid obvious hiding places such as your sock drawer or in a fake food can in the kitchen – burglars are wise to this trick.

•
Try not to leave anything you would hate to lose in the house while you are away

•
Given that most burglars are opportunists and their motive is generally to get in, get something of value and then get out as fast as possible, your intruder might be encouraged to leave after finding a fake hoard rather than turning your house upside down to find anything of real value.

Don't tell everyone you're on holiday

•
Don’t tell people outside immediate friends and family that you are going away or for how long.

•
Don’t talk about your planned holiday on social media - you don’t know who can read your comments, or who they will tell.

Description: Beach is a programme which was forms part of the Active coast programme works in partnership with the Positive Lifestyles programme and aims to engage young people with low physical activity levels and work with these young people to address the root causes. This is a targeted programme and many of the participants to referred via the supporting families programme.

2) Beach Tennis, South Cliff Beach, FRIDAY's, 1pm-3pm, (Ages 6+), cost - FREE

Description: This session follows on from the Beach Cricket session. The session uses cricket to engage young people to take part in physical activity and gain the benefits from doing so.

3) Twilight Football, Club for Young People (GYPSEY ROAD), FRIDAY's, 7pm-9pm, (Ages 11-19), Cost – 50p

 Description - Twilight Football aims to engage young people between the ages of 11-19 into positive activities at times that are associated with high levels of anti-social behaviour in each area
